WHEN TO ARRIVE:

If driving, plan to arrive at YD by 6:00 pm, Wednesday, July 12 for Counselor Orientation. If you will be flying in, please book airfare
to arrive at Spokane airport by 2:30 pm on July 12, and depart after 1:00 pm on July 30, or anytime within reason on August 1 (if
staying for the counselor rally). Please send a copy of your flight itinerary to the YD office at least three weeks prior to camp. If you
are not able to attend the entire period, please contact us and we can discuss other options if available.

BEING A COUNSELOR:

While being a camp counselor is one of the most rewarding positions at camp, it is also a tremendous responsibility. You will build
close relationships with the campers in your unit, see firsthand what God is doing in their lives, and develop life and leadership
skills. Because you will be working so closely with the campers, it is vital that you have a close connection with the Lord, a spirit
submissive to God's will, and a willingness to put self aside and minister to the needs of others. Every year, campers ask many
questions. They want to know why we do what we do, how to walk the Christian walk, how to pray, and why they are not allowed
to do certain things. if you are not secure in your Christian walk, please do not apply to be a counselor.

All counselors must be cheerfully supportive of camp standards and the camp program. If you have any questions or concerns,
please dialogue with camp administration.

Serve as an instructor in a class or other additional responsibility as determined.

Cultivate opportunities to personally counsel with each camper in your unit.

6. Attend counselor prayer sessions.

During this time you will enjoy recreational activities
with your fellow counselors, while participating in worships and activities that will help strengthen your own commitment to the
Lord.
